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whAnau, and people with iknowledge of the local contextt (Ministry of Education, 2011, p. 12) to
participate in the development of a culturally responsive curriculum.

Protection:

All tamariki need to be protected; they are our taonga | treasures. Holistic approaches to well-being
will be fostered by gaining understanding of mana | pride and whakapapa | genealogy and the
importance they hold to MAori. Cultural locatedness will be fostered and supported.

Aotearoa New Zealand is the only place in the world where te reo MAori is spoken. It must be
protected and we, as kaiako, can help tamariki develop aroha | love and respect for te reo me ngA
tikanga MAori | MAori language and protocols. Kaiako will ensure that te reo MAori is a living
language within ECLC. Te reo me ngA tikanga MAori will be evident both in practice and within the
physical environment.
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
